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AWARDS

PRESIDENT’'S AWARD (George Eynon,
Chairperson)

The President’s Award goes this year to John
R. Hogg in recognition of dedicated service to
the Society and its Members on numerous con-
vention, field trip, technical program, social, pub-
lication and AAPG committees. John is a tireless
volunteer with the CSPG. His list of volunteer
activities on behalf of the members is truly
remarkable. Executive committees repeatedly
urge, “if you want to get the job done, why don't
you ask John Hogg to do it?” The activities that
John has undertaken inciude: serving on the
Publications Sales Commitiee (1984-89 and
1992), helping edit the Bulletin (1993-95), run-
ning the Technical Luncheon Committee (1994-
95), organizing Field Trips (1988-89), represent-
ing us at the AAPG House of Delegates
(1986-89 and 1991-95), and helping organize at
least five Annual Conventions (1983-96).

John Hogg obtained his B.Sc. from McMaster
University in 1981, and began his career as a
geologist with Gulf Canada. In 1984 he joined
Husky Oil Operations Ltd. and later moved to
Petro-Canada Resources Ltd. John’s infectious
enthusiasm has always managed to win the sup-
port of his employer for his volunteer efforts with
the Society. He stood for election to the 1988
Executive, but did not let the minor setback of
defeat deter him from further activities on the
members' behalf. He is the General Chairman of
“Pool '96” — our Annual CSPG Convention.

The 1995 President’'s Award, along with all the
other major awards of the Society, will be pre-
sented at the Awards Dinner at the Annual
Conference in June 1996.

LINK AWARD COMMITTEE (Rhea Karvonen,
Chairperson; Burns Cheadle, Julius Den Haan,
Doug Flaig, Walt Gamp, Bob Leatherbarrow,
Chris Link, Mike Marshall, Bart Scott, Rick
Steedman)

The objective of the Link Award, established in
1958, is to encourage a high level of oral presen-
tation of technical papers given to Society at the
noon hour meetings. During 1995, seven papers
qualified for evaluation. Again the Committee
recognized the high quality of the presentations.

The 1995 award winner is Dale Leckie who
presented the paper, “The Mannville Group of
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SW Saskatchewan: New Maps, Perspectives
and Potential”. (co-authors: Nancy Vanbeselaere
and David James)

The new chairperson for 1996 is Rick
Steedman. Rhea Karvonen will be leaving the
Committee. The Committee wishes to recognize
the volunteer work of Walt Gump, Bums Cheadle
and Bart Scott.

MEDAL OF MERIT COMMITTEE (Eric Mountjoy,
Chairperson)

The Medal of Merit is awarded annually for the
best paper published during the previous year
(1994) on a subject related to the petroleum
geology of Canada (excluding papers with pro-
duction problems and geophysics unless direct
implications for petroleum geology are evident).

The Committee began with an initial list pro-
duced from a computer-assisted literature
search. About 50 papers were reviewed by
Committee members and based on these evalu-
ations were narrowed down to papers for the
final round of judging. These papers were evalu-
ated in detail by each Committee member and
the medal winner was chosen by unanimous
consent.

The paper selected by the Committee for 1994
is "Devonian-Carboniferous tectonics and basin
deformation in the Cabot Strait area, eastern
Canada” by G.S. Langdon and J. Hall. It was
published in the AAPG Bulletin, v. 78, no. 11,
1748-1774.

The chair expresses his appreciation and
grateful thanks to all Committee members for the
time they put into reading and evaluating a large
number of papers. | especially thank Dale Issler
for obtaining a first listing of papers from Georef,
and for his expediting information via e-mail
between me and the members of the Committee
in Calgary. If this Committee is to be chaired by
someone outside of Calgary and to function well,
it is critical to have a liaison person in Calgary to
help with passing along information and tele-
phoning Committee members.

R.J.W. DOUGLAS MEDAL COMMITTEE
(Stephen Greer, Chairperson; H. Williams, R.
Thompson, A. Tankard, M. Nunns)

The Committee selected Dr. James Monger as
the recipient of the R.J.W. Douglas Medal. Dr.
Monger is a world leader in the application of
plate tectonics to the evolution of mountain belts.
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His careful and perceptive field studies and
detailed geological mapping of upper Paleozoic
and lower Mesozoic volcanic and sedimentary
sequences have demonstrated that the
Canadian Cordillera is a collage of displaced ter-
ranes that have been accreted to the western
margin of North America. His extensive and
detailed knowledge of Cordilleran geology led to
several collaborative pioneering syntheses: the
first plate tectonic interpretations of the evolution
of the Canadian Cordillera; its first metamorphic
map; a classic, award-winning paper on suspéct
terranes that evolved into the first suspect ter-
rane map of the Cordillera; a proposal for the
collisional origin for the two major plutonic belts;
and the first Trans-Cordilleran structure section
that integrated geological, geophysical and geo-
chemical data. This last led to his leadership of
the Global Geoscience Transects Project and the
Canadian LITHOSCOPE Project.

Two new members joined the Committee in
1995, Dr. Tony Tankard and Mr. Murray Nunns
are both based in Calgary and have strong links
with the petroleum industry and with Canadian
research institutions.

CSPG GRADUATE STUDENT THESIS
AWARDS COMMITTEE (Christian Viau,
Chairperson; Lawrence Bernstein, Andre Chow,
Leslie Eliuk, Stephen Greer, Lisa Griffith, Tony
Hamblin, Christopher Harrison, Don Keith)

The role of this Committee is to evaluate
M.Sc. and Ph.D. theses which each year make
the most significant contributions to sedimentary
and/or petroleum geology in Canada. Critena by
which theses are judged include definition of pur-
pose and success in reaching goals, methodol-
ogy and logic of investigation, originality of topic,
ideas and content, validity of interpretations and
conclusions, completeness of data generation
and presentation, contribution to science and
industry, depth and thoroughness of research
and overall effort, as well as organization of
chapters, quality of writing and effective use of
illustrations. Theses presented in “publication-
ready” format {an increasing trend in recent
years) must, in addition to the above criteria, 1)
contain no “phantom” references, /.e. cross-reter-
ences to papers "“in-prep” not included in the
thesis to support interpretations made in the the-
sis, and 2) contain a clear explanation of what
co-authorship of various chapters reflects. It is
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acceptable to have references separated by
chapters (papers) and some repetition of intro-
ductory statements and key figures.

Changes to Committee membership this past
year include the departure of Sylvie Pinard who
has moved to Edmonton. We thank Sylvie for her
contribution. Lisa Griffith {(with Pancanadian
Petroleum Ltd.) has now joined the Committee.

The awards for the Masters and Doctorates
theses each consist of a framed certificate, a
one-year membership in the CSPG and a combi-
nation of CSPG/AAPG books and/or CSPG field
trip registrations worth a total of $1,000.

A poster advertisement is sent every spring to
all Canadian university geology departments and
a notice is posted in the CSPG Reservoir and
GAC Geolog. Theses are sent to the Committee
chairperson by early September to late
November. The winning theses are determined
by early December, and the authors and respec-
tive supervisors are notified thereafter.

This year (1995) 13 M.S¢. and 8 Ph.D. theses
were submitted from 8 universities. The winner of
the M.Sc. award was Gary Johannson (University
of British Columbia) for a thesis entitled
“Provenance constraints on early Jurassic evolu-
tion of the Northern Stikinian arc: Laberge Group,
Whitehorse Trough, northwestern British
Columbia.” This study provides an exceptionally
fine case study in basin analysis. The author’s
multidisciplinary approach has resulted in a new
understanding of depositional styles in the vol-
canic forearc basin setting as well as the evolu-
tion of the Northern Cordillera. It is one of the
best M.Sc. thesis submitted in many years. The
winner of the Ph.D. award was Dr. Terry Sami
(Queen’s University) for a thesis entitled
“Evolution of a Paleoproterozoic basin carbonate
platform, Pethei Group, Great Slave Lake,
Northwest Canada.” This study provides a useful
Canadian case history of Precambrian stromato-
lite-facies shelf to basin transition with a thought-
ful comparison of Proterozoic and Phanerozoic
styles of carbonate sedimentation. A shon notice,
with photograph, acknowledging theses achieve-
ments and awards will appear in the Bulletin of
Canadian Petroleum Geology.

REGIONAL GRADUATE/UNDERGRADUATE
SCHOLARSHIP (Joe Pozzobon, Chairperson;
Lome Rosenthal, Norm Schulteis, Christian Viau)

The CSPG and Chevron award annually, on a
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regional basis, three scholarships to promote
graduate studies and research in the fields of
geology and marine geosciences related to the
petroleum industry. The awards are worth $1500
each and are awarded to graduates in each of
the three regions in Canada.

Acitivities during 1995:

The John B, Webb Memorial Trophy was
awarded to the best paper presented at the
Western Inter-University Conference. The con-
ference was hosted by The University of Calgary
in January of 1995. The winner for the best
paper was Arden Bashforth, from Brandon
University for his talk titled, “Variation in widths of
Early Ordovician grapolites from Western
Newfoundiand.”
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The CSPG Trophy is awarded to the best pre-
sentation at the Atlantic Geological University
Conference (AUGC), hosted by Sir Francis
Xavier University in October of 1995. The winner
at this conference was Kevin C.A. Peterson,
from Acadia University. His talk was entitied,
“Mineralogy and Petrology of Antarctic Meteorite
DOMB85505, and the relationship of Unknown
Inclusians to the Host Meteorite.”

In the summer of 1994, a
comet, Shoemaker-lLevy 9 smashed into Jupiter
at more than 200 000 km/hr, resulting in a spec-
tacular cosmic display. David's presentation com-
bined science, art and poetry to describe the
adventure story of the comet’s discovery, the
week of impacts and what we have learned from
these impacts.

VISITING LECTURER COMMITTEE (Henry

VISITING PETROLEUM GEOLOGIST (Brent
Snyder, Chairperson)

The 1995 Visiting Petroleum Geologist (VPG)
tour was successfully carried out by Terry
McCoy, Vice-President of Exploration and Land
of Poco Petroleums Lid. Terry's presentation,
“Having the Right Stuff — How to Get and Keep a
Job as a Petroleum Geologist,” was given to the
universities of Manitoba, Saskatchewan, Calgary
and Brandon. The tour was conducted in the fall
of 1995 and was co-ordinated with the Visiting
Lecturer and Link Award tours to minimize over-
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lap and maximize CSPG exposure within the
academic community. Terry reported good atten-
dance for his visits, with students and faculty
being appreciative of his unique, career oriented
message.

In previous years the VPG presentations
focused on technical topics which strive to show
the application of earth sciences in the day to
day routine of a working petroleum geologist.
Time was then set aside for students and faculty
to ask industry-related questions. This year’s
tour was a slight departure from this format, in
that the talk was non-technical in nature.
However, in keeping with the spirit of the Visiting
Petroleum geologist Program (relating our indus-
try to the academic community), Terry focused
directly on the realities of loday's industry and
did it through the eyes ol someone on the front
line — an exploration vice presideni. Students
were given insight, or a “manager's perspective,”
on how to function within this role and how to
excel to become good explorationists. The con-
cept of “adding or creating value” through the
application of geological knowledge and the
reminder that the oil industry depends on pro-
ducing a product at an acceptable “rate of return”
were underlying themes of Terry’s talk.

The VPG Committee would like to thank Terry
McCoy for carrying out the 1995 VPG tour. Terry
should be commended for volunteering to be this
year’'s Visiting Petroleum Geologist as he felt it
important to share his views of our industry with
others.

CONFERENCES, CONVENTIONS, SEMINARS

1995 CSPG-CWLA JOINT SYMPOSIUM -
“EXPLORATION, EVALUATION & EXPLOITA-
TION - 1995” (Glynn Wright, Chairman; Taras
Dziuba, Co-Chairman; Graeme Bloy and Peter
Kubica, Technical Program; Brad Hayes, poster
Sessions; Ric Sebastian, Finance; Craig Lamb,
Printing; Holly Raddysh, Convention Facilities;

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Presentations in the first joint symposium of
the CSPG and CWLS began at the Calgary
Convention Centre on Monday, May 29 and con-
tinued until the late afternoon of Wednesday,
May 31. Core sessions were held at the AEUB
Core Research Centre on both Thursday and
Friday of that week (June 1 and 2). Total atten-
dance was 2305. Of paying delegates, 812 were
from the CSPG, 82 from the CWLS, and 166
belonged to both societies: 710 registrants gave
no membership affiliation. Membership affiliation
was about 90 per cent CSPG and 10 per cent
CWLS. We achieved our goals in terms of tech-
nical content, cross-society dialogue, and provid-
ing value for the attendees’ money and time.
Profit to the two societies totalled $105,000. Cost
to members who pre-registered was $125.

There were 143 papers planned for the three
day technical session, 25 per cent of which were
also available for the poster session and/or the
core sessions. One significant innovation is that
the A.D. Baillie awards were given for the best
student oral and student poster presentations.
The winners were K.P. Parks and L.R. Bentley —
“Reducing flarepit investigation costs by cokrig-
ing Em data with water chemistry from wells,”
and J. Cody, H.J Abercrombie and |.E. Hutcheon
— “The Mannville Group, Southern Alberta,"
respectively. Overail best paper was
“Optimization of Glaucontic Formation ‘O’ and 'F’
Pools, Countess trend, Southern Alberta,” by L.
Griffith, T. Chow and B.A. Zaitlin. Overall best
poster was “Using strike resolve by neutral-optic
processing of non-digital dipmeter data to wells”
by M. Enderlin and D. Lenzer.

Of the 11 planned short courses, five were
cancelled. Two of the cancellations were proba-
bly premature. Of the nine field trips planned,
seven ran. Both groups were criticai components
of the symposium. Two lunches and an evening
banquet were held. One lunch would have been
sufficient. Twenty-eight sponsors contributed to
the program at various levels, including the pro-
vision of portiolios to contain registration pack-
ages.

Our conclusions are: 1) a joint CSPG-CWLS-
CSEG conference in 1998 is desirable, as well
as further CSPG-CWLS Symposia. 2) Volunteer
time is becaming harder to solicit. This means
the Society should anticipate the increasing use
of paid help to organize conferences. 3) We
need to work more closely with the Desk and
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Derrick Club for efficient processing of the regis-
trants. 4) There must be more continuity from
conference to conference, for instance software,
etc. 5) Courses generate profits ($28,000): lever
this tool to add income for the societies. 6) There
are insufficient papers for annual stand-alone
conferences. 7) The core conference logistics
worked well from the point of view of the
Research Centre Staff, the organizers and the
attendees, and a similar format should be used
again. 8) All the members of the organizing team
worked very effectively and we should continue
to use their talents. The co-chairmen very much
appreciated the huge effort by our team mem-
bers, their affiliated companies, families and
friends, as well as the support of the executives
of the two sponsoring societies.

1996 CSPG ANNUAL CONVENTION COMMIT-

The 1996 CSPG Convention is planned for
June 17-19, 1996 with a core conference at the
AEUB on Thursday, June 29, 1996. Our organiz-
ing committee is working hard to bring the mem-
bers a remarkable conference around the theme
of “Oil and Gas Pools of the Western Canada
Sedimentary Basin.” Events will kick-off three to
four days before with Short Courses and Field
Trips, as exhibitors move in to the Calgary
Convention Centre. Our vision for this confer-
ence is to highlight more than 70 oil and gas
pools in the basin from discovery to full develop-
ment. We are all hoping that the interest will be
high enough to have the oral and poster ses-
sions converted into a Memoir of short, eight to
ten page, formatted papers of selected represen-
tative pools for the various regions of this basin.

Our technical program subcommittee has
completed its work on invited papers from the
seven regions into which they have divided the
basin. There will be twelve oral and poster ses-

sions devoted to the oil and gas pools of the
basin. The Wednesday of the conference will be
devoted to international pools with “Canadian
content.” The Thursday June 20th Core
Conference will present an extensive array of oil
and gas reservoirs.

The first circular was sent out in the October
Reservoir and included the abstract form. We
also sent the first circular out to the CSEG and
GAC and have put announcements into other
publications of CSPG affiliated societies.

Short Courses and Field trips are planned
around various oil and gas producing formations
within the Western Canada Sedimentary Basin
and we expect to have two to three courses
which combine core and classroom or core and
field experiences.

We are also quite excited about the icebreaker
for this conference. We have decided, for the first
time at the CSPG conference, to hold the ice-
breaker in the exhibits hall on the Monday
evening. This icebreaker will allow for a social
interaction of friends and exhibitors within the
exhibitors hall. It will start at 5 p.m., right after the
last talk of the day. This will ensure that most of
the delegates stop in for at least a portion of the
event.

The conference sponsorship is running along
quite well. There will be corporate sponsorships
and technical session sponsorship. The technical
sponsorships will be for the various geographi-
caily based sessions available and we are hop-
ing that companies technically strong in various
areas will sponsor that portion of the conference
program.

1997 CSPG-SEPM JOINT CONVENTION

This, the first CSPG-SEPM joint convention,
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will be held in Calgary from June 1 to 6, 1997.
The challenge facing the organizing committee,
which has been active since September 1995, is
to create an enjoyable event, which will be tech-
nically and financially successful, and which will
meet or exceed the expectations of the members
of both societies. We expect panticipants from
the petroleum industry, universities and research
institutions from more than 30 countries. The
technical goals are to: 1) focus on applied
petroleum geology, 2) promote communication
and cooperation between academically minded
and economically minded geoscientists, 3) pro-
vide a balanced technical program that will range
from the prospect scale to global phenomenon
scale, and 4) provide a complete format with pre-
sentations, posters, core displays, short courses
and field trips, that are relevant to both the local
and international sciences. The working title and
theme for the convention is “Sedimentary Events
and Hydrocarbon Systems.”

The CSPG and SEPM are joined by GSGP
(Global Sedimentary Geology Program) for the
organization of the technical program. The
Canadian division of GSGP was responsible for
the successful organization of the 1993 Pangea
Conference. Benoit Beauchamp from the
Geological Survey of Canada has recently
reptaced Bob Ginsburg (University of Miami) as
head of the GSPG, hence GSGP “headquarters”
are moving from Miami to Calgary. The strong
technical alliance between CSPG, SEPM and
GSGP should bring to Calgary an impressive
group of petroleum and research geoscientists
from around the world.

PUBLIC SERVICE

STUDENT INDUSTRY FIELD TRIP (Tony
Cadrin, Chairperson; Larry Strong, Treasurer;
Byron Bansen, June Barker, Mike DesRoches,

SIFT 1995 had an annual budget of $40,460,
of which $35,544 is contributed by the CSPG
with the remainder from student registration fees.
All expenses for the trip totalled $39,622 leaving
a $838 surplus for 1996. Each university in
Canada with an undergraduate program in earth
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sciences sends one student participant. This
year, 32 third-year undergraduate students in
earth sciences or geological engineering attend-
ed.

This trip was established in 1977 to introduce
the petroleum industry to university students
across the country. The study of petroleum geol-
ogy and the geology of the Western Canada
Sedimentary Basin was communicated to
Canadian earth science students by means of
lectures and field trips. SIFT 1995 was held from
April 30 to May 13. The trip involved a four-day
field excursion through the Rocky Mountains and
a one-day excursion to Dinosaur Provincial Park.
An exploration game was conducted to allow the
students to apply their new found knowledge in a
practical business atmosphere. Many presenta-
tions by industry and university lecturers were
interspersed with the field excursions and a tour
of an active drilling rig (sponsored by
Pancanadian).

A summer job program, initiated in 1993, was
continued in 1995 and was very successful, with
7 students being placed in summer positions.
Two were employed at Ranger Qil, with Chevron,
CS Resources, Intensity, Northrock and Ocelot,
each employing one student. Two other students
had previously arranged for summer employ-
ment, making a total of 9.

The SIFT Committee would like to thank all
the people and their employers who volunteered
their time and knowledge to lead seminars and
field trips. In particular, we would like to thank
Brian Fisher, Peter Fermor, and Steve Hebert of
Shell Canada for leading the Rocky Mountain
field trip, and Dave Eberth of the Royal Tyrrell
Museum for leading the Dinosaur Provincial
Park.

New Committee members for 1995 were June

MANPOWER SURVEY (Keith Deutsch,
Chairperson; Lloyd Kuzman, Joerg Wittenberg)
Some changes were made this year to the
Manpower survey. We put off sending it out for a
few months in response to comments in the past
that many companies were completing their
budgets within the third quarter. It was felt that it
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may lead to more accurate responses if the sur-
vey was delayed a few months and sent out
early in the fourth quarter. The survey has
wrapped up at this point, and the compilation of
data has begun. The delay in sending out the
survey will cause a delay in the publication of the
statistics generated. It will be finished early in the
first quarter of 1996, rather than in the fourth
quarter of 1995.

No other significant changes were made,
aside from the usual slight reworking of the sur-
vey to make it more appealing and readable.
These primarily cosmetic changes are driven by
comments from the responding companies on
ambiguities or flaws in the questionnaire. No
changes to the guts of the survey are made, as
this would take away from the ability of the sur-
vey to be consistently compared to surveys of
the past.

Early indications are that the response rate is
no better, and may actually be below that of last
year. This will not be confirmed until all of the
responses are tabulated. The response rates will
be a major factor in whether we should cortinue
with sending the survey later in the year, or
return to sending it out in the middle of the year.

EDUCATIONAL TRUST FUND, BOARD OF

The Educational Trust Fund was established
as the 50th Anniversary Trust Fund in 1977. At
that time it was recognized that one of the funda-
mental tenants of the CSPG was support of geo-
science education. That recognition continued
and it was in that context that the name CSPG
Educational Trust Fund was adopted in 1991.

Initially the main objective was to create a cap-
ital fund with which the Student Industry Fieid
Trip could be supported. The field trip is an
excellent public relations and educational exer-
cise for the industry. it draws together students
from across Canada for what is for most a first
hand look at the petroleum industry. SIFT
remains a key program for Fund support.

In 1995 the ETF reached the point where it
was able to consider virtually all the Society’s
requests for support of educational geoscience
programs. This year the Fund has supported a
professorship at The University of Calgary, field
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trips for grade school teachers through EDGEO,
field trip related projects at the Tyrell and
Burgess Shale Museums, upgrading of the earth
science component of “Science in a Crate,”
establishment of an earth sciences resources
database through the Atlantic Geoscience
Society, publication of a guidebook for Dinosaur
Provincial Park, and the Student-lndustry Field
Trip. The best student paper delivered at the
annual convention received the Andy Baillie
award. Financial support for the Burgess Shale
Museum Educational Program, a Calgary to
Vancouver field trip for B.C. college teachers,
and distribution of the “PAST” bookiet to mem-
bers has been approved for the coming fiscal
year.

Guidelines for thase applying for professorship
support have been finalized and are in the pro-
cess of being published. Guidelines for support-
ing field trips and conference related programs
are currently under development.

Funds are invested through RBC Dominion
Securities. Current philosophy is to move the
various investment instruments out for a period
of about five years, in order to maximize interest
retumn, allow annual capital turnover to cover dis-
bursements, and permit strategy changes that
would maximize returns in a changing economic
environment. Risk has been minimized and all
monies are in government bonds and insurance
annuities.

Return on interest bearing securities was 7.56
per cent. Overall fund value jumped this year due
to incoming monies from the Society, and an
improvement in the bond markst relative to the
securities we hold. Society monies have been
expended or are committed to projects in the
near future. This meets the objective mentioned
last year, which was to have an active fund with

incoming monies going out for program support.
Interest income was used to support SIFT.

| would like to remind the membership or other
interested parties that the direction of monies
you may wish to donate via establishment of
“individual” accounts — such as corporate,
memorial, or other “"named” accounts — is now
possible, provided the funds are in a general
sense dedicated to support of one or more of the
initiatives of the Educational Trust Fund. You can
now have your name, or your corporation’s
name, attached to a scholarship, or even a
“chair” in geology. You can even share in the cre-
ation of professorships of petroleum geology.

Trustees, normally three past presidents and
three other members of the Society, each serve
for three years. Alice Payne and Ed Wright will
be retiring from the Board following the Annual
Meeting of the Society. Replacements will be
George Eynon and one other to be named by the
Executive of the Society.

GEOLOGICAL EDUCATION ADVISORY COM-
MITTEE (Rick Young, Chairperson; Gerry
Reinson, Bob Mummery, Ed Wright, lan
Hutcheon)

The defunct Geological Education Advisory
Committee was resurrected in 1995 by the
Executive to act as a joint committee of the
Executive and the Educational Trust Fund (ETF)
trustees. The membership of the committee con-
sists of the Past President (chairman), the Vice-
President, and the Chairman and other member
of the ETF. The Committee’s tasks, which must
be aproved by the Executive and the trustees,
are the following:

1. To establish categories for the handling of
funds transferred to the ETF from general
operating accounts of the Society.

2. To develop specific recommendations for the
use of funds transferred from the operating
accounts to the ETF; and

3. To receive and process requests for funding
made to the Society and the ETF.

The Committee first met Sept. 1, 1995 to dis-
cuss its mandate, its mode of operation, and
several requests for funding. Subsequent meet-
ings were held via fax, telephone and in person.
Recommendations to expend funds to support
many science and geology education projects
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were made to the Executive and to the ETF.
Because of the potential magnitude of expendi-
tures to support the University Professorship
Program, the Committee formulated granting
guidelines for approval by the Executive and the
ETF Trustees. Guidelines to support financing of
university field schools are currently being con-
sidered.

CSPG ON-LINE COMMITTEE (Glenn Karlen,
Chairperson; Jim Letourneau, Past Chairperson;
David Garner, Andrew Zolnai, CANPIC
Representative; Bob Mummery, Executive
Liaison; Bruce Palmer, Sam Johnston, Dave
Elliott, Mike Marchand, Glen McCrimmon and
Paul Price)

The CSPG On-Line Committee was renamed
in 1995 (from last year's CSPG BBS Committee)
with the objective of promoting the Society’s
activities on-line to its members and making its
collective knowledge-base available to geoscien-
tists in Canada and worldwide through
digital/electronic means. In 1995, the Committee
focused its efforts on many activities to meet
these objectives. The Committee met on an as
needed basis about every other month.
Communication and discussion was facilitated
through e-mail.

In February of 1995, Jim Letourneau arranged
for CadVision to donate 256K of internet server
space and the CSPG World Wide Web (WWW)
Page was born. Consequently, activities begun in
1994 with the electronic bulletin board pilot
(T8000) was halted in early 1995, as this system
was closed to the world, and the opportunities
through the Intemet was felt to be the best way
to meet our Committee’s objectives.

Considerable time and effort has been put
towards creating and maintaining the CSPG
WWW home page on the Intemnet by both Glenn
Karlen and Jim Letourneau. In order to promote
the Society’s activities, each month select por-
tions of the Reservoir are loaded to our website.
To facilitate dissemination of our knowledge
base; the quarterly Bulletin’s titles and abstract
are scanned and uploaded to the website.
Considerable effort is made to research the Web
and provide links to authors, institutions or com-
panies, and their e-mail addresses. It is hoped
that this will help in information and idea
exchange. The titles from the Bulletin are also
sent to the two geology-related Usenet news
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groups "sci.geo.geology” and “sci.geo.-
petroleum.” The CSPG publication index is also
on-line and allows anyone in the world with
Internet access to view the listing, description
and pricing. An on-line order form is also avail-
able. Membership information is also on-line and
has had good success in inquires from around
the world for CSPG membership. Home page
counters show about 450 file requests per month
for the main CSPG WWW home page. The
CSPG on-line guest book has had about 25
entries per month and has had good comments
on the format and content of our home page from
many oil and gas professionals worldwide. We
have recently applied for a domain name change
which will allow the Society to transfer the Home
Page to any Internet service provider, yet main-
tain the same Intemet address.

Andrew Zolnai was our Committee’s represen-
tative on CANPIC (Canadian Petroleum Internet
Consortium), an umbrella group with representa-
tion from the CSPG, CIM, CSEG, CWLS, CAPL
and COSA. The CSPG patrticipated only as an
observer, to monitor its activity, as our own pres-
ence on the Internet was well underway through
CadVision. The CANPIC pilot is now complete
and members are now deciding on its future
direction.

The schedule and titles of the CSPG/CWLS
Joint Conference in 1995 was made available on
the Internet this year through the efforts of Jim
Letourneau. Work has begun by Glenn Karlen,
Andrew Zolnai and Glen McCrimmon on promot-
ing the 1996 Conference (Pools '96) through a
dedicated set of WWW pages and listing the
conference on various Qil and Gas activity pages
on the Internet.

A half-day course and a noon hour talk were
given in 1995 to help promote the value of the
Internet to the Earth Science community. David
Garner arranged through the Continuing
Education Committee for a half-day course in
early November entitled “Navigating the Intermet
for the Oil and Gas Industry.” There was a full
course enrollment of 40 people. In mid-
December, a noon hour talk was given by Glenn
Karlen entitled “Earth Sciences and the Intemet:
The CSPG Home page and other resources.”

Based on a recommendation to the CSPG
Executive and their approval, David Gamer has
worked on acquiring and making available on 3
1/2 diskettes the digital tops from the Geological
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Atlas of the Western Canada Sedimentary Basin.
These diskettes are now available for $5 each at
the CSPG office.

Representatives of the CSPG Technical
Divisions met with a representative of our
Committee in late 1995 to discuss initiatives
related to the Internet that may promote
Divisional activities. A “polling” of the member-
ship on-line has begun to determine the interest
level of an unmoderated Division-based mailing
list to disseminate information and promote dis-
cussions with the Divisions. Based on interest
level, the Committee will help any interested
Divisions in this matter.

In December, the Committee obtained for the
CSPG its own Intemet account. Enhancement to
the Society’'s computers and modems by
January 1996 will allow office staff direct access
to the Intermet and allow for an electronic mailing
address (e-mail).

There are many challenges that lie ahead for
our Committee. Some of the projects which are
on-going include the CSPG Home Page
Maintenance and enhancement (G. Karlen, et
al.), On-Line K-12 Educational Resources for
Earth Sciences (S. Johnston); Pools '96 promo-
tion on the Internet (G. Karlen, A. Zoinai, G.
McCrimmon); and Digital Lexicon of Canadian
Stratigraphy (B. Palmer). No changes are
anticipated for the Committee structure in
19986.

ARCHIVES AND HISTORY COMMITTEE (J.W.
Porter, Chairperson)

The Archives and History Committee contin-
ues to research information related to the early
history of oil and gas exploration in Western
Canada to compiiment the Society's photography
collection. An attempt is currently being made by
this chairperson to integrate this material for
assessment by the Society’s executive for possi-
ble publication in book form and/or narrated
video format. The role of early members of the
CSPG (ASPG) would be highlighted.

The Canadian Potential Gas Committee was
established in 1991 in response to the industry’s
request for an independent assessment of
Canada’s gas resources potential. With the
recent budget reductions and downsizing of
hydrocarbon resource assessment groups, the
Committee’s role has increased in importance.

The primary objective of the Committee is to
provide periodic assessment of the natural gas
resource potentiai in Canada’s sedimentary
basins, with active participation and involvement of
industry professionals. The Committee’s role is
similar to the United States Potential Gas
Committee (USPGC), which has published gas
assessment reports for United States basins every
two years over the past 30 years. Based on rec-
ommendations provided by the industry, the
Committee’s initial work and first publication will
emphasize the conventional gas resources in the
Western Canada Sedimentary Basin,

The assessment reports published by the
Commitiee will benefit industry and government
by increasing the understanding of the range of
Canada's undiscovered gas resources. This
information is considered to be a critical compo-
nent for informed natural resources planning for
the country.

Regional Operating Committees with the
responsibility for compiling and analyzing public
domain geological and reservoir data to develop
estimates of undiscovered gas potential in
assigned geographic areas of Canada are as fol-
lows:

About 15 to 20 volunteers are involved in the
Committee’s activities. Large and small explo-
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ration companies operating in Western Canada
are represented in the initiat work and the techni-
cal review of specific play groups. The main por-
tion of the hands on assessment work is being
undertaken by a small core of early retired indus-
try and government geologists. Additional geo-
science volunteers are urgently required to con-
duct assessments and participate in reviewing
plays assessed by the Committee with industry
for feedback. Assistance is also needed for the
many important tasks required to generate a pro-
fessional publication that will meet industry
needs and CPGC/CSPG standards.

Office space for the Committee activities is
generously provided by Chevron Standard
Resources. Previously, the Alberta Energy
Company provided office space and support ser-
vices.

Modest but critical funding for the Committee
is provided by the Canadian Energy Pipeline
Association {CEPA). These funds are to cover
the operating expenses and publication of the
assessment report. Support and endorsement
for the Committee, have also been received from
CAPP, AEUB, NEB, USPGC, CERI, GNWT,
University of Calgary, CSPG, CSEG, and the
Geoscience Council of Canada.

The highlights of the Gas Committee activity
for 1895 were:

* Purchased resource assessment software
from the Geological Survey of Canada
(PETRIMES) is operational and several
Committee volunteers were sufficiently trained to
operate the software for assessment of estab-
lished gas plays.

*» Creation of a complete database for the gas
pools/play in Western Canada Sedimentary
Basin to be used for the exiraction of specific
pool/play data for PETRIMES application,

» Presentation of preliminary resource assess-
ments on four Devonian carbonate plays (Swan
Hills, Leduc, Nisku-Blue Ridge, Wabamun) in
Waest Central Alberta to ten active exploration
companies and the AEUB for technical feedback.

* Presentation of preliminary resource assess-
ments on seven structural plays in the Foothilis
Belt from 49° to the NWT to six active explo-
ration companies, the AEUB and the NEB for
technical rationalization and input.

» Madse significant progress in the develop-
ment of a unique resource assessment methad-
ology for multi-pool Mannville plays in Alberta.
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* Commenced preliminary screening run
regsource assessments for Alberta, British
Columnbia and Central Canada. Examples are the
Devonian Wabamun, Nisku, Leduc, Slave Point
and Keg River plays in Alberta, the group of
Mississippian/Devonian carbonate and Triassic
clastic plays in British Columbia, the Cretaceous
sandstone plays in Alberta/British Columbia and
the Silurian pinnacle reef plays in Southern
Ontario.

The Gas Committee’s overall plan for 1996 is
to complete and publish resource assessments
for the major gas plays identified in the plains
and Foothills Belt of the Western Canada
Sedimentary Basin. It is anticipated that the
Committee will attract additional volunteer sup-
port to undertake the assessment work during
1996 or will be required to approach the
Executive Committee to consider contract posi-
tions. Publication of the first CPGC gas assess-
ment report that will be designed to meet indus-
try and CPGC and CSPG standards is currently
targeted for mid-1996.

In the longer term the Gas Committee intends
to be self sustaining through publication sales.

STRUCTURAL GEOLOGY DIVISION (Thomas
Kubli, Chairperson)

Once again, the Structural Geology Division
has enjoyed a successful and busy year. Industry
activity in the Foothills is still high, and it is thus
not surprising to notice an acute interest in struc-
tural geology. This interest was certainly reflected
in the popularity of this year’s field trip to Moose
Mountain. The “structure group” was well repre-
sented at the CSPG-CWLS convention in May
1995, although this year’s enthusiasm did not
quite match the one for the Triangle Zone session
the previous year. A very successful field trip to
the Savanna Creek gas field was led by Structure
Group members Thomas Kubli, lan Bell and Paul
MacKay in conjunction with the convention. Work
on the Bulletin's special issue on the Triangle
Zone is progressing well, and a volume contain-
ing some 24 papers is schedule to be published
in June 1996.

The Structural Geology Division is continuing
to maintain two technical presentation series. The
evening session was moved to every second
Monday of the month and is still held at the ISPG.
This move was very beneficial since it gave us
the opportunity to advertise the talks in the
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Reservoir before the scheduled date, rather than
after the fact. This has resulted in reduced mail-
outs, better attendance and an informed and
happy audience. The second session, introduced
in 1992, is held at lunch time at Mobil Oil. This
year, talks were organized by Jeff Reid (Suncor)
and Elizabeth Clark (Mobil). Presentations focus
mainly on technologies and services provided to
the oil industry. Attendance was again very large
and the success of the lunch time talks is expect-
ed to continue into the next year.

The Canadian Society of Petroleum
Geologists (CSPG) is affiliated with the Society
of the American Association of Petroleum
Geologists (AAPG) and, as such, is entitled to
representation within the AAPG's House of
Delegates. For the purpose of Delegation alloca-
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tion, the CSPG is designated the “local” society
for all AAPG members in Alberta and British
Columbia, and is entitled to one Delegate for
every 70 active AAPG members. In 1994, the
CSPG was represented by 14 delegates who
serve three-year terms.

The House of Delegates oversees all legisla-
tive affairs within the scope of the constitution
and bylaws of the AAPG. Delegates serve as
representatives of the local affiliated society, but
since they are elected by active AAPG members,
also serve the interests of these members.
Delegates are the appropriate channel through
which individual members can bring influence to
bear on all the affairs of the AAPG. In addition to
these duties, delegates also check qualifications
and process all AAPG membership applications
and Certified Petroleum Geologist applications
submitted to them from Alberta and British
Columbia. During 1995, there were 22 applica-
tions for active AAPG membership from Alberta
and British Columbia.

Annual Meeting Highlights

During the 1994-1995 term, the group met 5
times in Calgary, with our annual meeting being
held Sunday, March 5 in Houston, during the
AAPG Annual Convention. The new House of
Officers for the 1995-1996 term are: Thomas
Ahlbrandt, Denver {Chairman); Stephen Shaw,
Midland (Vice-Chairman); and Irion Bordelon,
New Orleans {Recording Secretary). There were
no key legislative changes to be voted on at the
meeting, so outgoing chairman Ed Heath raised
the issue of international membership and repre-
sentation. He noted that the AAPG has about 22
per cent international membership, which is
increasing. He then outlined a five-part plan of
recommendations to be studied for possible
implementation:

» better access to the Executive, ensuring that
at least one member of the Executive in any
given year is an international representative
{possibly adding a new position on the
Executive, such as an additional vice-presi-
dent, but not a specific international position
as proposed last year)

¢ work, proactively, with international members
to form more affiliated societies

* create international sections for representa-
tion on the Advisory Council
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« recruit more international members with more
intemational meetings and courses

¢ change the name of the AAPG

T. Carleton was not recommending these be

adopted, but that the Executive “take the pulse”

of the membership to see where they stand on

these issues.

AAPG Treasurer Lee Billingsley reported that,
for the last year, the AAPG reported $8.9MM of
income, versus $7.8MM of expenses (net surplus
of $1.1MM). A lot of surplus (about one-half)
came from gains from the two international meet-
ings, at the Hague and Kuala Lampur. This is
compared to the 1984 surplus of $0.8MM.

Publications Editor Kevin Biddle reported
another successful year. Of note was the fact
that 48 per cent of the Technical Papers in the
Bulletin are from authors outside the United
States {41 per cent outside North America, 7 per
cent from Canada).

Division of Professional Affairs President
Willard Green stated that a new career booklet
was available.

AAPG Executive Director Fred Dix stated that
during 1994, the AAPG gained 1403 new mem-
bers. Unfortunately, this represents a net decline
of approximately 600. The student population
increased by a very healthy 40 per cent over
1993, about one-half international and one-half
American. Given the focus on international mem-
bership concerns this year, he gave a brief
overview of exactly how international versus
American statistics are determined. The AAPG
does not have a listing of citizenship on file, and
members are sorted according to mailing
address. This means that Americans working
abroad are counted as international, but interna-
tional with American mailing addresses are
counted as American. So it is presumed the two
inconsistencies cancel each other out. Currently,
about 34 per cent of the membership is from
Texas, about 6 per cent each from California,
Colorado, Oklahoma and Louisiana. Applications
for affiliation from the Norwegian Association of
Petroleum Geologists, and the Pakistan
Association of Petroleum Geologists were
approved.

In the absence of John Hogg, Willard Green of
the Unaffiliated Group Delegate Committee (ad
hoc) presented their proposal to reduce the number
of active members required for an affiliated society
from 20 to 10. This will be put to a vote in 1996.
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Other 1995 Highlights

During the 1995 term, the CSPG Delegates
focused on assisting Junior Members who are
eligible for Active membership to convert their
membership status. Our 70 per cent increase in
active members is due in large part to this initia-
tive, spearheaded by Bob Sullivan.

The Advisory Council met in August to discuss
and vote on the 1996 AAPG awards. The CSPG
House of Delegates Committee had nominated
several members in each of the appropriate cat-
egories. Of the nominees from our Division
(CSPG members), John Masters was selected to
receive an Honorary Membership (one of six),
and both Ashton Embry and George Eynon were
selected to receive Distinguished Service
awards. This represents a very strong showing
for our Canadian members, and highlights both
the actual work done by the Award winners and
the work done on behalf of the nominees by the
House of Delegate representatives who put the
nomination packages together.

Three members delegates’ terms will expire in
June of 1996, so an election to replace them will
be held in the Spring.

WORLD PETROLEUM CONGRESS LIAISON
COMMITTEE (M.E. Hriskevich, Chairperson)

Two meetings of the members of the
Canadian Association took place during 1995.

On Aprit 7, 1995, the meeting concerned itseif
with preparation for a presentation to be made
by the Executive of the Canadian Committee to
the Executive Board of the World Petroleum
Congress to host the World Petroleum Congress
in Calgary in the year 2000. The Executive
Board met in Iran early in May to hear presenta-
tions by Canada, Australia and Austria. Canada’s
presentation was well received.

On June 14, 1995 the Annual meeting of the
Canadian Association took place. The 15th
Congress is scheduted to take place in Beijing,
China from Oct. 12-16, 1997. The Chinese
Organizing Committee is well advanced on its
preparation for this Congress. An International
Qii and Gas Exhibition will be held in conjunction
with the Congress. The program of Post-
Congress Tours is extensive and will allow visits
to tourist attractions and industrial sites.
Registration is expected to be between 3000 and
5000.
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The Scientific Program Committee has allocat-
ed to Canada the Chairpersonship of Forum 6 —
Shipping and Pipelining, as well the authorship
of the paper on Site Remediation Technology
Advances for Session 3, Review and Forecast
Paper.

In addition a Committee responsible to the
Canadian Association has been formed. It will
endeavor to obtain a good selection of papers to
propose. In 1994, for example, Canada present-
ed 6 1/2 papers and 3 1/2 poster sessions.
CSPG members will have opportunity to submit
papers for presentation.

The Canadian association is financially sound
and no increase in annual dues is forecast,
Annual dues are $50.

CANADIAN GEOSCIENCE COUNCIL

At the end of the term of the previous
Executive, subsequent to the deadiine for the
1994 Committee reports, the Executive approved
withdrawal of the CSPG from the Canadian
Geoscience Council. Activities that are important
to the CSPG and which we traditionally support-
ed through the CGC - such as EdGeo — were
funded directly by the Soclety in 1995, and con-
tinue to be priorities for us. There has been no
tangible fall-out to the CSPG, apart from the cost
savings realized, by discontinuing membership
of the CGC.

NORTH AMERICAN COMMISSION ON
STRATIGRAPHIC NOMENCLATURE (NACSN)
(R.W. Yole and Brian R. Pratt, CSPG
Commissioners)

Highlights of the 50th NACSN annual meeting,
New Orleans, Louisiana, Nov. 6, 1995, attended
by R.W. Yole, are outlined below. Official sum-
maries of the NASCN proceedings are published
biennially in the AAPG Bulletin. Commissioner
Pratt was unable to be present for this meeting,
but prior to leaving on sabbatical, canvassed
Stratigraphic and educational groups for expres-
sions of interest in a special session at a future
GSA meeting to celebrate the 50th year of
NACSN activity.

Reports of activities were presented by
Chairman Don L. Barrs (Kansas Geol. Surv.,
Lawrence, KS) and vice-chairman R. Mike
Easton {Ontario Geol. Surv., Sudbury, Ont.). The
chairman reported the results of his correspon-
dence with the Secretary general of the
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International Union of Geological Sciences
(IUGS), concerning the rumored reduction of the
status of the International Subcommission on
Stratigraphic Classification (ISSC). The response
from the Chairman of the International
Commission on Stratigraphy (ICS) of IUGS indi-
cated that after a short period of relative inactiv-
ity, 1ISSC will now continue to act as a subcom-
mission of ICS within IUGS.

With respect to NACSN sponsorship of a spe-
cial session or symposium on Teaching of
Stratigraphy at the 1995 or 1996 GSA annual
meeting, we have ascertained that Brian Pratt
was not able to identify leaders who were wiliing
and able to spearhead such a session. A small
group of Commissioners (Beauchamp,
Fakundiny, Owen and Yole) will investigate the
possibility of holding such an anniversary ses-
sion at the 1996 GSA meeting in Denver (Oct.
28-31).

Don Owen (Lamar University, Beaumont, TX) ,
Chairman of the Allostratigraphy/Sequence
Stratigraphy Committee of NACSN, brought
Commissioners up to date on the status of
sequence stratigraphy classification. Recent pub-
lication of an article, the first of a proposed series
in the Houston Geological Society Builletin, will
potentially lead to a formal proposal by the
Houston group for NACSN to consider dsfinitions
of currently used sequence stratigraphic terms.
Commissioners agreed on a motion to establish
a subcommittee to independently attempt to find
consensus on suitable definitions of such terms
as:

sequence; s. set; s. boundary
parasequence; p. set; p. boundary
systems tract

downlap surface

condensed section.

Commissioner Ismael Ferrusquia-Villafranca
(Universidad Nacional Autonoma de Mexico)
brought forward a detailed report of an ad hoc
Committee of NACSN looking into errors, incon-
sistencies and imperfections in the present North
American Startigraphic Code. The Committee
agreed to review the long manuscript to isolate
editorial from substantive changes, the latter
requiring referral to the annual meeting of
Commissioners for consideration. On motion, it
was agreed that editorial changes would be sub-
mitted by mail ballot to Commissioners for
approval.
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A proposal for affiliation with the American
Geological Institute was approved.

Mike Easton and James Jones (University of
Texas, San Antonio) were elected by acclama-
tion to the offices of Chairman and Vice-
Chairman, respectively, for 1995-1996, and the
51st Annuat Meeting of NACSN.

SCIENCE (Pat Larlham, Chairperson)

NATIONAL LIAISON COMMITTEE (L. Quinn,
Brandon University, Chairperson; G. Dix,
Carieton University, G. Eynon, CSPG, L-H
Kirkland, CSPG, T. Moslow, University of Alberta,
E. Mountjoy, McGill University, G. Plint,
University of Western Ontario, G. Reinson,
CSPG, M. Savard, Geological Survey of Canada,
Quebec)

The National Liaison Committee has met
twice, in December 1994 and May 1995, and a
full slate of issues was on the agenda at each
meeting. NLC members and their constituents
are particularly concerned about diversion of
funds away from university geoscience depart-
ments, which are currently losing faculty through
mergers, closures and attrition. This will result in
a reduction of quality and diversity of programs
which, in the opinion of many Committee mem-
bers, will eventually decimate post-secondary
education in the geosciences in Canada. This
topic occupied a large portion of the lively discus-
sion at the May meeting, and discussions are
ongoing as to how CSPG can enhance its role in
emphasizing the importance of geoscience edu-
cation nationally.

The National Liaison Committee, through its
local representatives at each campus and institu-
tion, conducted a survey on educational issues
and how representatives nationally perceived the
role of CSPG in education. The responses were
many and varied, but the respondents were
unanimous in their approval of SIFT, and there
was also a general approval of the visiting
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speakers programs, and CSPG publications.
There was less agreement on how such initia-
tives as the Educational Trust Fund should
evolve. It was also clear from comments that
CSPG can do more to inform members in the
national arena of the full range of benefits that
the organization offers.

For the coming year, the Committee plans a
minor restructuring to improve representation in
British Columbia and Newfoundland. There are
discussions under way with the CSPG on some
practical initiatives which may bring petroleum
geoscience more effectively into the university
classroom. There will also be an examination of
other services the CSPG might provide to stu-
dents. The NLC will be closely involved in initia-
tives to inform government, university adminis-
trators and public of the importance of
geoscience education in Canada.

SEPM LIAISON COMMITTEE (Rick Young)

The relationship between CSPG and SEPM
(Society of Sedimentary Geology) became
stronger in 1995 because of two new joint
arrangements.

First, the societies agreed to jointly host the
Second SEPM Congress on Sedimentary
Geology in Calgary in 1997. This meeting will
serve as both the annual CSPG convention, and
the second biennial SEPM congress. Christian
Viau and Jeff Packard are General Co-Chairmen
of the 1997 Congress/Convention.

Second, through the efforts of Peter
Harrington (CSPG) and Kathleen Williams
(SEPM), an agreement to sell each other’s major
publications was reached. Now CSPG publica-
tions are available to the SEPM membership via
the Tulsa headquarters, and key SEPM publica-
tions are being sold to CSPG members through
the Calgary Office.

This development should provide the mem-
bers of both societies with richer technical edu-
cation, and form a basis for better communica-
tions and more joint ventures.

CSPG/GAC LIAISON (lan Mcllreath,
Chairperson)

Although communication between the two
organizations was relatively quiet during 1995,
we nevertheless continue to sell selected GAC
publications, relevant to the petroleum industry,
through our office and at our conventions. On the
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national scene, our respective executives
continue to carry on a dialogue on such impor-
tant geoscience issues as the future of the geo-
sciences in Canada. These sons of discussions
are all the more important since our departure
from the Canadian Geoscience Council.
Certainly, in 1996 at least, preliminary plans
need to be made relative to a proposed joint con-
vention with the GAC-MAC for the year 2000.

PUBLICATION COMMITTEE AND PUBLICA-

The Publications Committee coordinates
Society publications. The Committee consists ot
the Senior Managing Editor, the Publications
Review Board, and the Bulletin Editor. The
Senior Managing Editor, who is an ex-officio
member of the CSPG Executive, is responsible
for overseeing publication matters. The
Publications Review Board is made up of the
Senior Managing Editor (as Chairperson}, the
CSPG Past President and Vice President, the
Chairperson of the Publication Sales Committee,
and a member-at-large (usually the past
Chairperson). The Publications Review Board
assesses the merits of proposed new publica-
tions.

The Society publishes two periodicals. The
Bulletin of Canadian Petroleum Geology, a refer-
eed journal, is published quarterly. The Society’s
newsletter, the Reservoir, is published monthly.
The Society also publishes an annual calendar
and intermittent special publications, such as
Memoirs and Lexicons.

The Publications Committee has been examin-
ing options for electronic publication of current
and future publications. An Intemet version of the
Reservoir was introduced in 1995. A number of
proposals for developing a computer version of
the Geological Atlas of the Western Canada
Sedimentary Basin were received and reviewed
by the Committee. The Committee is currently
reviewing other proposals for providing the Atlas
in a CD-ROM format.

During 1995, the Society published an Index
of CSPG publications from 1984 to 1994, and
reprinted the CSPG Short Course notes on
Incised Valley Systems.

Our book review editor kept the books flowing
and thirteen reviews were published.

Notably the Bulletin stayed on schedule
throughout the year with each issue arriving early
in the appropriate month. This achievement is
due to the stalwart efforts of the managing editor,
the production editors and the staff at McAra
Printing.

This year saw the resignation of Kathryn Wade
whao has served as a production editor since
1991. Kathryn’s congenial nature, thoroughness
and dedication to maintaining very high stan-
dards will be missed. A new production editor,
Peter Bakogeorge, joined the Bulletin in the fall
and has been working hard on the March 1996
issue.

During 1995, 54 new manuscripts were
received. Most of these will appear in volume 44
which will include two special issues — one on
triangle zones and one on geochemistry.

RESERVOIR (Richard Thom, Chairperson and
Editor; Ray Featherstone, Editor; Dave Work,
Advertising Chairperson)

In 1995, there were t1 issues of the
Reservoir. Typesetting was provided by Yellow
Brick Studios, printing by Sundog Printing and
distribution through Global.

The colour screening, highlighting the logo
and title on the front page, plus the paid advertis-
ing within the body of the publication, added
interest and impact to the Reservoir. In addition,
a colour photograph from the 1995 calendar has
appeared on the cover of each issue, adding to
the esthetics of the publication.

A new series of articles relating to the
petroleum industry was provided by the
Canadian Petroleum Foundation. These interest-
ing submissions elicited a number of responses
from the members, some of which were printed
in the Reservoir.
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In 1996, the Reservoir Committee will encour-
age more input and contributions from the
general membership in the form of letters, com-
mentaries and technical updates.

Jill Rehman resigned in the Fall of 1995 and
was replaced by Ray Featherstone.

Most of the
responsibility for publication of these mono-
graphs has been delegated to a Joint Committee
on Paleontological monographs (JCPM), respon-
sible o two societies. The first monograph in this
series was published in 1983; Number 12 was
published in 1995.

The Subject-Author-NTS Area 1995 Index
Update to CSPG Publications was published in
October 1995 by Quebecor Printpak. This 1995
Index Update contains references to all 1300
CSPG papers, memoirs, guidebooks, special
publications, etc., published between 1984 and
1994. Compilation of these data was a massive
undertaking, and would not have been possible
without the assistance of the GEOSCAN stafi.
GEOSCAN is maintained by the Canada Centre
for Geoscience Data in Ottawa and is the
Canada-wide index ta published and released
geological data. GEOSCAN has maintained the
CSPG publications database since 1975, but
unfortunately, due to budget cutbacks, it will no
longer maintain or update CSPG or other provin-
cial geological data beyond April 1, 1996. The
CSPG will thus have to maintain and update its
own publications database from now on.



Quebecor Printpak printed 200 copies of this
1995 CSPG Index Update, each containing 200
pages, double-sided and with two columns of
index listings/page. High printing costs dictated
the low print run.

Publication of this 1995 CSPG Index Update
on computer diskette or CD-ROM is under con-
sideration. The CD-ROM version would allow
retrieval of papers according to NTS Area and
geological age, which is not possible using the
printed copy.

Reference to all 1995 CSPG Bulletin papers,
sorted by Subject, Author and NTS Area, will be
printed in the December 1995 CSPG Bufletin.

PUBLICATION SALES COMMITTEE (Peter
Harrington, Chairperson; Drue Robinson,
Treasurer; Andrew Arthur, Brian Carrigy, Paul
English, Jaimeé Croft-Ramos, ex officio member)

The Publication Sales Committee (PSC) is
responsible for the promotion and sales of
Society publications and had another busy year
in 1995. The major new publication for the year
was Memoir 17, Pangea, Global Environments
and Resources. The course note set on Incised
Valley Systems was reprinted due to heavy sales
volumes. Sales of this publication continue to be
strong, and a further reprint will likely be
required. Also, late in the year, the new CSPG
Index of Publications (1984-1994) became avail-
able for sale in the office.

Another major effort of the Committee in 1995
was the initiation of a joint sales agreement
between the CSPG and the SEPM (Society for
Sedimentology Geology). The CSPG now has
sales agreements with the AAPG, GAC, GSC
and SEPM. The initial inventory of SEPM publi-
cations was received in October and the SEPM
price list was distributed with the January
Reservoir. The Committee estimates SEPM
sales for 1996 of $17,000 (AAPG sales are about
$40,000 and GAC $8,000). The CSPG keeps 25
per cent of gross third party sales. As another
member benefit, CSPG members will receive a
10 per cent discount off list prices for SEPM pub-
lications.

As part of the arrangement for the SEPM to
sell CSPG publications in Tulsa, a number of
soft-cover publications were shrink-wrapped in
plastic, and about 1000 memoirs were boxed
and labeled. This will facilitate future sales of
CSPG publications by third parties, make the
shipping of orders from the CSPG office more
efficient, and protect the publications from dust
and damage while in storage. All future memoir
publications will be boxed at the time of printing.
CSPG publications are now sold at the GSC
bookstore in northwest Calgary, out of the SEPM
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offices in Tulsa, Okiahoma, as well as from the
CSPG’s own office in downtown Calgary.

Promotiona! efforts by the Committee contin-
ued at a brisk pace in 1995. Three conventions
were attended: the AAPG convention in Houston,
GAC/MAC convention in Victoria and the
CSPG/CWLS convention in Calgary. Sales at the
AAPG remained high, totalling more than $7,000,
while sales at the CSPG convention neared
$17,000. A new CSPG publications catalogue
was produced in May for the CSPG Convention.
As a part of the new catalogue, prices for older
CSPG memoirs were reduced to increase sales.
Sales of CSPG publications have picked up in
the latter part of 1995 due to these promotional
efforts and pricing adjustments.

Other promotional efforts included a new
AAPG price list (August) as well as the first
SEPM price list distributed to members. Print ads
for 1995 focused on the new Memoir 17, and
included a colour ad in the September issue of
the Reservoir. Promotional efforts continued for
the Geological Atlas, and a new ad format was
initiated with the ad for the Incised Valley course
note set which appeared in the November issue
of the Reservoir.

For 1996, Memoir 18 on the Mannville Group
is expected to be published, as well as a new Qil
and Gas Pools of Canada volume. Special
Bulletin issues on the Triangle Zone and
Geochemistry are also planned.
